Redefined scope of PGC A.2 “Greenhouse gases reduction case studies”

In our first meeting we agreed to several activities. On of them was that I would make a proposal for a more precise definition of the goal of A.2, to be discussed between the participants and finalized during the second meeting. This document contains a further defined scope of our work and our work program. May I invite you to react on it within three weeks, so that we can come to a good document in April 2007?

Scope
The goal of A.2 as mentioned in the terms of reference of the technical committees is:

(1) to identify examples of new ways to reduce GHG emissions from the gas industry and

(2) to approach them by using the LCA methodology as developed by PGC A during the latest triennium and

(3) to report the main issues and learning’s from these experiences.

We focus this scope as follows:

(1) We will identify examples of projects or developments all through the gas chain and from all over the globe that have been recently realized or are in development where reduction of GHG emissions can be proven to be significantly lower than in comparable or alternative projects. Social responsibility and economic viability need to be positive as well.

(2) The method to approach these projects will not necessarily be the LCA methodology as developed by PGC A in the previous triennium. We can choose for other LCA methodologies which may be easier to use or where more or better data is available.

(3) The case studies and the results and learning’s will be reported in a layout that is easily accessible for many people. This means that a general layout will be chosen for all case studies, and that the general findings might be published separately.

Activities

(1) A first listing of possible projects will be initiated by Mr. Park. During our second meeting we will discuss how to structure and choose projects and how we will cover all aspects of the gas chain. For each case study a project leader will be assigned who will be responsible for investigating into this case study and to report to PGC A.2. From all participants to PGC A.2 it is expected that they will cover one or more case studies.

(2) Mr. Vorgang and Ms. Webber agreed to look into the various ways of approaching the case studies. A first proposal for PGC A.2 will be distributed before the second meeting, so that a decision can be taken during the meeting.
