General notes for consideration

1. The following key questions for this Committee have been defined in line with the framework developed by the 2030 Study Management Team.

2. In addressing the issues the Committee should be in a very open mindset, in particular it could be useful to remember the changes that have taken place over the last 25 years to help ensure that the changes that are considered for the next 25 are not unduly limited by “conventional wisdom”. 

3. If it is difficult to reach a view about 2030 in one step, then try using 2020 as a stepping stone, then move forward another 10 years.

4. There is a common supplementary question to all Committees, namely:  Who is best able to influence the changes that you describe and in particular what could the gas industry do to achieve a more favourable outcome? 

5. Please, make sure drivers (key factors that influence the outcomes in your committee’s area of expertise) have been identified.

6. While answers should be ‘strategic’ rather than detailed, it is important to identify the various roles of governments, the private sector, taxation, international organisations, technology and processes, customer perceptions and changing expectations, etc. that will affect the future of the gas industry in your area of expertise.  

7. This form contains boxes to include the relevant answers, but these can be extended in additional sheets, if necessary.

8. Answers must be completed by April 2008.

9. Unless your committee decides otherwise, the Vice Chairman is in charge of coordinating this work.
